Everything will be covered based on some existing code (collected from several different 8-bit and
16-bit software) and some tips will be given (how do I flip the X or Y axis of the joystick?)

For the Apple Il gamers, you should have noticed that some games use "asynchronous 1/0" (eg.
Karateka) putting the 1/0 data in tables, for use when needed by the game, instead of waiting for
the 1/0 data to be available, we will also cover that.
